Her 
favorite pastime is genealogy, and she is presently the Regent of Lat-
gawa Chapter, National Society of the Daughters of the American 
Revolution. As such, she helps prospective members investigate 
their personal lineages to see if they can trace back to someone who 
served the young nation during its War of Independence. Many 
DAR members continue to research their family trees for additional 
patriots, and Bonnie helps them with that by conducting workshops, 
usually at the RVGS Library, three or four times a year.

As you can 
imagine, a memorial page might be created at any time 
after the honoree's passing--even after many years have 
elapsed. 

Our concept of a Jackson County Genealogy Library 
obituary page is more along the lines of a traditional news-
paper obituary, which usually includes vital statistics along 
with funeral arrangements, survivors, and a single photo. 
An obituary is usually created at the time of an individual's 
death, although it to could be created at any time.

Change is coming to RVGS and the 

Jackson County Genealogy Library 

(JCGL).  Whenever change happens, 

both bad change AND good change, we 

have to adjust.  Adjusting can take 

timeéso forewarning can be helpful. 

INTERFILING LIBRARY MATERIALS 

One change that is coming to JCGL 
with the move to the new building is 
the interfiling of the Reference books 
(most of the book collection), the Cir-
culating books (mostly duplicate cop-
ies, but not all), AND the bulletins.   

BULLETINS 

For years the bulletins have been 
shelved separately in the classroom, 
arranged alphabetically by state, and 
within state by title.  Bulletins that are 
about multiple states have been ar-
ranged after the individual states, la-
beled òMUó (for òMultipleó) and alpha-
betized by title.  Bulletins about a single 
surname (often with variant spellings) 
have been labeled òFAMó and arranged 
alphabetically by surname.  Finally, 
bulletins about other countries have 
been labeled by the countryõs name, 
alphabetized first by country, then by 
title. 

Our bulletins have languished in the 
classroom.  Many library patrons have 
not realized the bulletins were there 
and available for checkout by Society 
members.  Many have not realized the 
treasures hidden within the bulletins. 

This will change, as Dewey Decimal 
numbers are being assigned to the bul-
letins so that they can be shelved with 
books on the same subject.  If you are 
researching your ancestors in Buffalo 
County, Nebraska, after the JCGL 

move you will find all 24 volumes 
of issues of Buffalo Chips shelved 
with books about Buffalo County, 
Nebraska.  (Years ago I had a ma-
jor breakthrough regarding my 
grandmotherõs birthplace as a re-
sult of checking out 4 volumes of the 
òBuffalo Chipsó at a time, taking them 
home, and reading them page by page.  
Now I realize I need to check out the 
more recent issues, which JCGL did 
not then own:  I may find more infor-
mation about my family!)  The infor-
mation in the òBuffalo Chipsó and our 
other bulletins is NOT easily available 
anywhere else.  Most of it is NOT on 
the internet.  It simply doesnõt exist 
anywhere except in the pages of these 
bulletins (or in some cases in the base-
ment of a courthouse or church oré.) 

ASSIGNING DEWEY NUMBERS 

It has been both fascinating and a chal-
lenge to assign Dewey Decimal num-
bers to the bulletins.  Fascinating, be-
cause there are so many really interest-
ing bulletinsñoften about places I have 
been researching, but for which I     
hadnõt remembered to check to see if 
we had a bulletin.  For example, when I 
was researching the òMystery of the 
Hatbox and the Suitcase,ó I discovered 
that Fanny Kindig and her family lived 
in South Bend, Indiana, during part of 
Fannyõs life.  I did not know we had 8 
volumes of issues of the South Bend Indi-
ana Genealogical Society Newsletter.  
There may be answers in those bulle-
tins to questions I still have about Fanny 
and her family! 

It has been a challenge to assign Dewey 
Decimal numbers because often it is 
difficult to discern WHERE the bulletin 
is focused:  Is it about a specific city?  

An entire county?  A region of a state?  
A multi-state region, and if so, which 
states?  Many, many times the title does 
not provide a clue.  If you lived in Indi-
ana, what area would you think the 
òRogue Diggeró was about?  Yes, 
thereõs a map of the county on the 
cover page of each issue, but the county 
isnõt named.  Yes, our address is on the 
cover of each issueébut our address 
doesnõt name our county.  As a result, I 
spent a lot of time reading portions of 
the bulletins in an effort to find out 
what areas they were about!   

Several bulletins provided a serious 
challenge.  Where should bulletins 
published by the American Historical 
Society of Germans from Russia be 
shelved?  I discovered that our catalog-
ers had placed all of the bulletins by this 
society in òGermany,ó but our books 
about Germans from Russia can be 
found in the following Dewey Decimal 
numbers: 

325 (International migration 
and colonization) 

929.2 (Family history) 

947 (General history of 
Europe:  Eastern Europe: So-
viet Union) 

978.3394 (Yankton County, 
South Dakota) 

Some of the articles are about the    
places in Russia where the immigrants 
came from.  Some are about the places 
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in the United States where the immi-
grants settled.  Some are about the im-
migrants themselves.  It is a puzzle not 
yet resolvedéso look in our online 
catalog to find out where we decided to 
locate them! 

CARD CATALOG 

The card catalog has been discontinued.  
We are no longer adding catalog cards 
for new materials.  The card catalog 

will continue to be available in the new 
library, but will become less and less 
useful as we add more new materials to 
the library collection.  Also, the card 
catalog cannot be searched by keyword! 

ONLINE CATALOG 

Please use the online catalog to be sure 
you find ALL of the library materials on 
your subject!  We have microfilm, mi-
crofiche, CDs, a few DVDs and videos, 

AND we have books which are assigned 
Dewey numbers other than those     
indicative of the place they are about.  
A good example of this is the Encyclope-
dia of American Quaker Genealogy, a multi
-volume set by William Wade Hin-
shaw.  Some of the volumes are about a 
single state, but rather than separating 
the set and placing some of the volumes 
with books about their individual state, 
they are all shelved in 289.6/Hinshaw.
